Can Deniz Atıcı is an Istanbul-born filmmaker based in Toronto. His first solo short, Black Box,
screened at 27 festivals worldwide, including Sarajevo, Arlington, and Antalya, winning three
awards in the US and Europe. 

An alumnus of Toronto Arts Foundation and Talents Sarajevo, his films have been streamed on
MUBI. Can began his career in the art department on both international and local productions,
contributing to seven feature films, including working as an assistant director to Ferzan Özpetek.

Since relocating to Toronto in 2023, he has been building his career as a writer-director across
Canada and Turkey. His current slate includes the Toronto-set short Happy Birthday, Kızım, his
debut feature The Last Drop, and the series project We’ll Fix It.

Atıcı’s work explores belonging and displacement, rooted in his own experience of living between
cultures and is grounded in a design-informed “emotional architecture” approach that treats
urban spaces as vessels of memory and disconnection.
